Spiral illusions with their basic tilt illusions

In each image, concentric circles appear to be spirals that approach the center with rotating clockwise. In the tilt illusion image shown below, the horizontal four lines or rows appear to tilt alternately, with the top one appearing to tilt clockwise. 
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
