A new type of the color-dependent Fraser-Wilcox illusion

Each ring appears to rotate clockwise in a bright condition whereas each appears to rotate counterclockwise in a dark condition. This illusion is featured by (1) the observation that illusory motion can be seen in the central vision as well as in the peripheral vision, and by (2) twitching appearance of illusory motion (repetition of “move” and “stop”) triggered by saccades, blinks or swaying the image.
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
